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GENERAL TOPICS

MATCH ARRIVAL
You are required to be at the game site a minimum of thirty (30) minutes before
the scheduled kick-off of any game, regardless of your assigned position.

NnNever be the reason for a | ate st

ASSIGNORS

Know your assignors. If you cannot find a game site, have game-day questions,
or any other problem(s) come up, contact the appropriate assignor for additional
instructions.

AVAILABILITY
You are responsible for keeping your availability schedule current and correct
through the Arbiter system for the duration of the season.

CREW COMMUNICATION

Referees working with Assistant Referees on any game should contact their
Assistant Referees no later than 72-hours prior to the match to confirm the
assignment, go over any pre-game instructions, such as what uniforms to bring,
specific rules, etc, and to establish where to meet once at the field. If you are
unable to contact your crew via e-mail, get their phone number from Arbiter and
call them.

Assistant referees who have not heard from the referee less than 48-hours prior
to the match should contact the referee.

Any crew communication made with under 24-hours to kick-off should be made
by telephone.

GAME REPORTS
If you referee a match, you MUST submit a match report to the league you
wor ked for. Reports should be sent within 48

Please remember that your actions reflect on the entire
Rochester Referee Unit.

Do your best at all times and strive for excellence!
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WNY INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY

If you see lightning OR hear thunder, you MUST stop the game immediately. Do
not allow the game to restart until a minimum of 30 minutes have passed from
the last flash of lightning seen or bang of thunder heard.

Use your discretion for all other unusual weather conditions (e.g. hail, rain) to
maintain player safety accordingly.

FIELD OF PLAY

You are always the final decision maker as to the safety of any field of play. Do
not be intimidated by a person who tries to dissuade you from making the correct
judgment.

GOAL SAFETY
The use of portable goals has become commonplace. You must ensure that all
goals are counterweighted, if they are not, DO NOT start the game.

CORRECTIONS TO THE FIELD

If you find that any part of the field does not pass inspection, but could be
corrected (i.e. nets not attached, lines missing, goals not anchored), politely ask
the home teambébs staff to correct dyhe
work. The teams are responsible for having playing fields in full working order.

Always document any problems with the fields you encounter in your match
reports.

RULES REGARDING PAYMENT (RDYSL rule #416)

1. The home team pays all referee crew fees.

2. Payment may be cash or check. If paying cash, the team shall provide
each referee/AR with exact change, in the amounts prescribed above.

3. If a game is cancelled due to unsafe field conditions or weather and each
team has the minimum number of players and one risk-management
approved adult, prior to kick-off; each referee/AR is entitled to $12.

4. If a game is started and suspended/terminated, you are entitled to full-fee.

TRAVEL FEE

If you travel (30) or more miles, one-way, to any game, you are entitled to a
$12.00 travel fee, to be paid by the home club. The maximum travel fee is $24.
Carpooling is strongly recommended to keep costs low for everyone.

LATE STARTS/TEAMS NOT PRESENT

If a team is not present or prepared to play by 30 minutes after the scheduled
kick-off time, you are entitled to the full game fee. You will be paid after filing a
report. Payment in these cases is usually made in six months.

CALL-UP FORMS (RDYSL rule #310)
1. Players aged 15 or older may be called up from a lower division or age.
2. A team may only call up three players per game.
3. Any sanctions (cards, etc.) are applied to the player as if they were a
regular member of the team.
4. A team must provide the referee with a fully completed call-up form and
the player pass for each called up player PRIOR to the start of the game.

When dealing with a call-up form, treat the player as any other. If their name is
not listed on the RDYSL roster, add their name and jersey number to the form.
Collect the call-up form and check that it has been properly completed. You
shoudal so coll ect the playerds pass.

Please look at the Call-Up Form attached to this document, any form that does
not look like this is not the proper form and should not be accepted.

PLAYER PASSES

WEATHER

If the game has been (or shall be) suspended for longer than 60 minutes. The
match may be abandoned if there will not be sufficient light to resume the match
once the game would resume.

Any game that is abandoned prior to halftime shall be replayed, but all
misconduct shall stand. Any game abandoned during or after halftime shall be
considered final.

Try to find a more neutral stoppage like a throw-in or goal kick, if possible, but
this is not required.

Players must remain on the field of play during the break. Any player who steps
of f the field during the break must request
field of play.

The break should be no longer than 2 minutes and the referee SHALL NOT add
time onto the half to make up for the time lost to the water break. At the end of
the water break please make sure both teams are ready to resume play.

Do not allow a team to use the break as a delay tactic and it should not be a time
for the coach to hold a lecture. The spirit of this is to let the kids get water quickly.
If a team is delaying the restart of play coming out of the water break the referee
has a full range of options, depending on the circumstances, to get the game
restarted in a timely fashion, including verbal encouragement, adding time,
issuing a warning, reporting the delay in the match report, and even ejecting the
coach (only to be done in EXTREME cases where all other options have failed).

TRAVEL FEE

If you reside in Monroe County and you travel to a field outside of Monroe County
you are entitled to a travel fee of $10. Unless you are assigned as an AR, in
which case you are entitled to a travel fee of $5.

Referees who reside outside of Monroe County are not eligible.

Games that are cancelled outside Monroe County due to unplayable fields shall
only pay one travel fee.

LATE START FEE

If a team is not ready to play 15 minutes after the scheduled kick-off, the referee
is entitled to a $20 late start fee. A late start is defined as a team that cannot start
the match by the deadline for any reason. If there are ARs the referee should
split this fee with them. (Referee gets $10, ARs get $5 each.) If there are no ARs
the referee keeps the full $20.

In order to receive this fee, you must inform the team you are assessing it.
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RDSLT 2
EXAMPLE i If a team only has six players and the 7™ player shows up at 14
minutes past kick-off, and it takes you two minutes to check the player in, you
may still charge the late fee because the check in time is considered a part of
being ready to play. However, if the team is ready to play before the deadline you
may not charge the fee.

Note this on the game report. The team has the option to pay on the field or after
the game via the RDSL. Please note their choice of payment as well.

If the game is not played, you are not entitled to a late start fee.

TEAM FAILS TO SHOW

If the team is still not prepared to play 30 minutes after the scheduled kick-off
time, the referee crew shall leave. No games shall kick-off later than thirty
minutes following the scheduled kick-off.

GAME ABANDONED DUE TO AN AACT OF GODo

If a game has started but must be abandoned due to circumstances beyond
control of the two teams (i.e. inclement weather), you are entitled to one-half (*2)
of the referee fee. If the game reaches halftime the contest shall be considered
valid and you are entitled to the full referee fee.

Teams will split the half game fee paid to a referee for a game called off before
halftime.

GAME TERMINATED FOR OTHER REASONS
The referee(s) will receive full game fee payment for any other reasons of
suspension or termination.

ASSIGNOR FEES
Your referee fee includes a $2.00 assignor fee. Assistant Referee fees include a
$1.00 assignor fee. You are collecting this money on behalf of the assignor.

PRIOR TO KICK-OFF

TEAM BENCHES
The RDSL prefers the two teams to sit on opposite touchlines where practical.

GAME BALLS
Home team provides game balls. 1 f t hey donét have one
team to provide one.

UNIFORM CONFLICTS
The home team must change uniforms when there is a conflict.

ROSTERS
The teams are responsible for providing two copies of their roster, 15 minutes
prior to the match. You keep a copy and the other copy goes to their opponents.
The rosters:

1 Must be legible.

1 Includes player names as documented on the player pass.

1 Includes player ID numbers as documented on the player pass.

1 Includes correct jersey number.

1 Shall not list more than 22 names.
Please place a check next to each player who has declared themselves eligible
to play in that match. Scratch any participants who are not eligible to play.

PLAYER PASSES
All players and coaches must present passes for inspection. Check them against
the roster.

Drivers Licenses are not an acceptable form of identification unless they are
accompanied with a printed e-mail from the Division Organizer or RDSL registrar
permitting it. Use of a Drivers License should be noted on the roster along with
the Driver® License ID number (in case it differs from the player pass).

Please send the e-mailed clearance to use a DL with your match report.

AFFILIATED PLAYERS

An affiliated player may play in multiple games in one night from affiliated teams,
and in two games scheduled at the same time, only if the gaining team has 11 or
fewer players. A player/coach may request player pass at halftime only. Such a
player may not return to the original game once departed.

The affiliated player must be on both rosters of 22 to play for both teams in one
night.
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RDSLT 4
Direct affiliations are limited to a single relationship in one direction. Example: A
club may have their O40 team affiliated to their O30 team but not also to their
Division 2 team. The O30 team may affiliate upwards with Division 2, and
downwards with O40.

RULES OF COMPETITION

Any supplemental report should be documented in the official report form, or
typed/written into a separate sheet of paper and attached to the report.

You must include the rosters with the report that you send in to the RDSL division
organizer. Also include passes seized as the result of send-offs or dismissals.
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RDSLT 5
MATCH CACNELLATION (non weather)
If your match is cancelled less than 48 hours from the scheduled start time due to
a non weather related issue, please file a report with the division organizer and
the day assignor, as you should be entitled to receive the payment for that game.
Payment in these cases usually takes about six months.

RED CARDS & DISMISSALS
If you send a player off or dismiss a team official you are required to e-mail a
copy of that game report to the Referee Unit Liaison for the RDSL.
