
 
2010 RDSL League Cup Referee Information 

 
TOURNAMENT FORMAT 
The RDSL League Cup will be divided into an “Open”, “Masters” and “Women’s divisions with 
each division having its’ own champion.  Each cup consists of 16 teams. The tournament shall 
be single elimination format. 
 
The Men’s “Open” tournament will consist of teams from the premier, 1st, 2nd and 3rd division. 
This tournament will be called the “RDSL/Reinhold Spath Men’s Open Cup”.  
 
The “Masters” tournament will consist of teams from the Over 30 Premier, 1st and 2nd division; 
the Over 40 Premier and 1st division and the Over 49 division. This tournament will be called 
the “RDSL/McKinley Cup”.  
 
The Women’s tournament will consist of teams from all of the Women’s divisions. This 
tournament will be called the “RDSL/Reinhold Spath Women’s Open Cup”.  
 
COMPENSATION 
The referee’s fee ($70) is paid by the RDSL, following the match please send a request for 
payment with a copy of the completed match report to the RRU treasurer 
(rru.treasurer@gmail.com). 
 
Assistant Referees shall be paid a fee of $35 on the field. Each team shall pay one AR.  
 
Travel fees shall be paid in the same way as standard league matches. 
 
The RDSL will pay all referees fees for the final game in all divisions. The RRU will pay for 
fourth officials. All payment requests shall be made to the RRU treasurer.  
 
RULES OF COMPETITION 
The FIFA laws of the game, with the usual RDSL rule modifications, shall govern cup matches.  
 
All league discipline rules shall be the same as if this were a regular season match. 
 
TIE BREAKERS 
If the score is tied after full-time the following tie-breakers are approved by the RDSL:  

1. Two (15) minute GOLDEN GOAL extra-time periods.  
2. If still tied, KICKS FROM THE PENALTY MARK.
